London Underground relies on modern technology by Denso

The London Underground is the most important means of public transportation in Great Britain. To make sure that the passengers in the English capital are met with clean stations, cleaning personnel is busy every night in the tunnel system with its far stretching branches. To control the specialised staff in operation, the executive board of the London Underground decided to use 40 barcode handheld terminals by Denso. The cleaning personnel is required to scan barcodes, fixed at certain points during their shift with the help of the BHT-7000 and thus to register themselves. Due to the sturdy and robust casing the barcode handheld terminal is the right device especially for this task. The integrated mode of operation for vibration enables users to discern whether the device has scanned the barcode correctly or not. High tech underground

On seven days during the week the specialised staff use the BHT-7000 in the Bakerloo, Central, and Victoria lines of the London Underground. The cleaning personnel passes through the separate tunnel passages and have to register themselves at specific points with the BHT-7000. The barcode handheld terminal stores the scanned data. In this way it is made certain, that all passages have been cleaned. With the help of the remote wake-up function the collected data can be downloaded directly from the device onto a respective host-computer without having to specially activate the BHT-7000. This happens with a speed of up to 115.2 kilobyte. On the basis of these collected data it is possible to establish a precise report every four weeks, which reflects the share of the work load of each cleaning company in operation in percentage. This percentage in turn is the basis for measuring the wages of each worker, a procedure which has led to increased productivity on the side of the staff.
